
WHEN IS BABYLON JUDGED?

There are certain undeniable facts which place the final warning, “Babylon is fallen, is fallen,” previous to the Wedding.  It is also already established that the time when the Midnight Cry was given in 1844, “Behold! The Bridegroom cometh, go ye out to meet Him,” it was given with the Second Angel’s Message, which stated, “Babylon is fallen, is fallen.”  The judgment was that she had made “all nations drink of the wine of the wrath of her fornication.” (Rev. 14:8)


The same message, concerning the fall of Babylon, was given to Isaiah and Jeremiah to declare. (Isa. 21 and Jer. 49-51).  Although their prophecies reached to future times of judgment, at that time the ancient people were judged worthy of going into captivity.  A shut door was also shown in Noah’s day.

Jesus announced that the Jewish Nation was judged to be the “generation of vipers.”  He pronounced woes upon them and said, “Behold! Your house is left unto you desolate,” yet they went on until the stoning of Stephen, before their cup was filled up.


By the judgment of the churches, as shown in the messages to the Seven Churches, we see there are several events that lead to the judgment, “Twice dead, plucked up by the roots.”  Jude 12

Jeremiah says, “We would have healed Babylon, but she is not healed.” (Jer. 51:9, note vs. 45-49).  Revelation 3:1-6 reveals that the church is dead at this time. But the counsel of the True Witness, walking among the candlesticks (Rev. 2:1), said that a few who were worthy would be clothed in white, and their names would not be blotted out.  This is the time when the Judgment was made and the door closed against the foolish, thus the closed door of 1844.  The five wise were those who overcame as shown in the first five messages to the churches, and the five foolish were those who did not overcome.

It is in the time of the sixth angel that the overcomers are sealed or marked (Rev. 7, Ezek. 9).  The sixth angel is the one with the writer’s inkhorn to seal. Thus this angel reached from the time William Miller began to preach, until the church failed to give the Third Angel’s Message under the Power of the Spirit, and the True Witness announced that the people of God were in the Laodicean Condition.  All these things show judgment, shut doors, spiritual slayings, and the overcomers.

In 8T 247-251, the servant of God revealed that the Seventh-Day Adventist Church was to be weighed in the Balances of the Sanctuary, and final judgment passed upon her.  Yet the Testimony of Jesus points out she has already been judged by the “Watcher,” to have received a strong delusion, and the faithful city become an harlot. What she must do to overcome, was given her.  There is no way, in this hour of judgment, that any can say when the thief will come and steal away what remains, and the house be left desolate.

We are living in serious times, and when judgment comes, the faithful are left to occupy, while the wicked servant is taken in the snare and left to fill up their cup.  Individuals are now being judged and their destiny is settled by the way they accept, or reject, the Testimony of the True Witness.


Let us consider the 1888 test.  Some were deciding their destiny at that time.  Isa. 26:18 reveals that the travail of the saints then did not establish Righteousness and the fruit ripen, or the Womb of Truth bring to birth, because the fruit of Righteousness is sown in Peace of them that make Peace.


There was a call in 1844 to leave the churches and begin the journey heavenward, via the Advent Path.  There was a closed door at that time.  Those who remained on the Advent Path went into the Marriage by Faith.  Now, this Faith is the Faith of Jesus, His Substance, His flesh; for the veil to the Most Holy is His flesh.  We must be judged worthy to enter the Marriage, yet the Marriage represents our Union with Christ Jesus, and after we are joined to Christ by the Holy Ghost, we then have Power.


Those who lead the scapegoat away, come back from that terrible job for a final cleansing, and the whole picture comes into focus as in Rev. 22.


Psalms 149-150 reveal the Victory of the Militant Church as she triumphs.  This is the same as the Great White Horse, Zech. 10:3.  But the flock which is judged worthy to become the Great White Horse, by being trained in battle, is at the time of Rev. 19, past the time of the Marriage.

Babylon is judged previous to the Wedding.  When Rev. 18:1-6 is sounded, Babylon has been judged.  (Jer. 51:45-49). Babylon makes her plagues; they are hers. Rev. 18:5, “Her sins have reached unto Heaven,” where the Three Angels fly (Rev.14:6-13).

We can be positive of these things.  In 1888, the Rev. 18:1 angel came to aid the Third Angel, but they did not bring to the birth.  The people at that time were judged.  Some were left to “occupy,” while others were taken in the snare, and thus the seven golden vials are filled with wrath.  Note Rev. 15, that the seven vials of wrath are given to the seven angels with the seven last plagues.

Those who know the Truth as it is in Jesus have come to a realization that they do not turn back, even when pressured.  They somehow realize they can turn back and deny the leading of God in their past, but a restraint; a binder, seems to prevent it.  Praise God for the ‘Bond of Perfectness,” Charity; the Love of the Truth.  Yet, we yearn to be filled with all His Fullness.  “Oh that I had the wings of the Dove,” is a wish soon to be granted.

As individuals, we walk the Advent Path, following the Lamb to the final Marriage scene.  We know if we fall from this path, we cannot get back on.  Heb. 6:1-6 teaches the same thing.  If we receive the Son, and then crucify Him, we cannot be saved.  The same applies to the true keeping of the Sabbath.  If we receive the Blessing attending the true keeping of the Sabbath, and then fall away, we are lost.  Thus many have closed their probation and decided their destiny for the wrong side.


In Isa. 4:4, we see that the “filth” of the church is purged by the Spirit of Judgment and the Spirit of Burning.


After we are tested as individuals, E.W. 269-270, we become the body, E.W. 270-271, and then baptized with the Dove of Peace.  After that we are severely tested,  then we do our greatest work.  This is taught by every Scripture.

We are not Christ’s until we have the Spirit (Rom. 8:9).  In Romans seven, the son (John 8:30-36; Gal. 4), and the servant of sin are in the same house.  The son is of God, but is under tutors until he is weaned.  Then the servant of sin is cast out.  A deep abiding Truth is taught here.  Christ must come in and dwell in our flesh in order for His Mind to be in us, to condemn sin in the flesh.


This is the Everlasting Gospel.  Those who have the “half-way Gospel,” quit before it’s time to cast out the servant of sin, and cause the Truth to be “aborted;” they are bastards.  Reprobate silver, some are called, because they make the Truth a lie (1 John 5:9-13).


In a sense, our probation is closed long before it closes for the world.  But the time when we must “occupy” ‘til He come, is in continuation of judgment and chastening, if need be (1 Cor. 11:31, 32).

What is our exact position?  Those who failed in 1888 have passed on.  The cry of Rev. 6:9-11 comes up before God again, saying in substance the same as the blood of Abel.  God said to Cain, “Thy brother’s blood crieth unto me from the ground.” 
This scene of judgment could have been finished, but as the Third Angel’s work has been delayed, so has the finishing of the judgment been delayed.  The little season added to 1888 brings us to 1978.  The Angel of Rev. 18:1 came again.  A season is three months, or 90 days, or 90 years in prophecy.  This was not seen before, so as to predict the future event, but now that it is come, it fastens the event solidly.


 As we called this Solemn Assembly, we did not know just how God would do what was in His Mind, but we knew that the alarm was to be sounded.


 We can now say, “The vision is certain and the interpretation sure.”  (Note Dan. 2:45).  “Dare to be a Daniel,” and give the Trumpet that certain sound.


There must be no wavering now, or we shall fail of the extra oil which makes us Wise unto Salvation.  Only the Wise can understand.  Therefore, if you do not understand, ask God for Wisdom without delay.  Do not ask man for Wisdom, ask God with an unwavering mind. (James 1:5).

How soon will the door be shut?  Soon, but none can say how soon.  But it could be now, in a year or two, or three, but it will be soon, very soon.  You ask how I know.  The Lord has shown me that it was through Elder Pierson that the Angel of Rev 18:1 “cried mightily with a strong voice,” and announced that Babylon’s sins had reached unto Heaven, where the Three Angels of Rev. 14:6-13 are flying.  This alarm was brought about by the work of those who were born from above.


They had been gathered as mature wheat by the Third Angel, and put in the Heavenly Womb, Song of Solomon 7, and born from above as sons. (John 8:30-36; Gal. 4:19-31).  Now we call the Solemn Assembly to help the Bride make herself ready, so she can go out of her closet and the Bridegroom out of His Chamber, so the Marriage can take place. (Isa. 62) This is when the matured sons are joined in Spiritual Union with the full knowledge as Sons grown up into the Head which is Christ.

One class, who are wholly unprepared, are those who have fed upon the faults and failings of others, especially those who have, by sarcasm and belligerent sharp witticism, have belittled the church because of the maturing tares.  They could not see the maturing wheat, but beheld the tares, and thus by beholding they were changed into the same likeness.


The Marriage Supper is the supping in the upper chamber with Christ Jesus.  Note in Matthew 22, the “friend” was cast into outer darkness, so it was with Judas.  Just one “sop” and he went out into outer darkness.

How wonderfully important it is now to be Wise, how awfully solemn, yet with what rapturous Joy we enter in to the deeper and more abiding experience of the Spiritual House; the Mystic Body of Christ; the overshadowing of the Mystic Presence of the Holy Ghost.


Every experience we enjoy now will be enjoyed to the full in Heaven.  The songs of experience sung on earth, will be sung in Heaven.  TM 433
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
